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WHEREAS, Thomas McPartland was born in Amesbury, Massachusetts, and moved to Barstow, California when he was 6 years old; he later graduated from Barstow High School in 1975; and 

WHEREAS, at the age of 17 years, Thomas McPartland enlisted in the United States Air Force, where he served as a Law Enforcement Specialist for four years; and 

WHEREAS, upon leaving the Air Force, Thomas McPartland enrolled in Okaloosa-Walton Junior College in northern Florida to begin his training in the Police Academy, and graduated first in his class in 1980; and  

WHEREAS, in May of 1980, at the age of 22 years, Thomas McPartland was hired as a Police Officer by the Dania Beach Police Department; and

WHEREAS, on May 4, 1981, Thomas McPartland received a degree in Police Science from Broward Community College, and in 1982 was promoted to Detective; in 1983 he was promoted to the rank of Sergeant; and  


WHEREAS, on September 30, 1988, the Dania Beach Police Department merged with the Broward Sheriff’s Office where Sergeant Thomas McPartland continued his career, and presently serves the citizens of Dania Beach in that capacity; and 

WHEREAS, with the exception of a 10 month assignment in Pompano Beach, Sergeant Thomas McPartland has spent all of his career serving the City, the business community, visitors, and the residents of Dania Beach;

NOW, THEREFORE, the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach, Florida, recognizes 
Sergeant Thomas McPartland
on the occasion of his retirement from the Broward Sheriff’s Office, after giving over 35 years to his career, co-workers, and the Dania Beach community.
