Mold Remediation at 803 NW 1 Avenue  

(a/k/a Building 803, BSO Police Sub-Station)



A City-owned building located at 803 NW 1 Avenue is in urgent need of repairs. This building was originally an apartment building, later converted to a community center and currently used as a BSO Police Sub-Station. On January 26, 2016, the Board approved Resolution 2016-13 to waive the City’s competitive bid requirements due to the extenuating circumstances identified. 

Because mold was already identified in the building, the City requested a study by Green Shell LLC on November 2, 2015 to assess indoor air quality and perform mold testing. 

Quotes were obtained for services from three companies based on the Green Shell Consulting, LLC study. Based on evaluation of the quotes, Public Services used Affordable Restoration at a cost of $7,480.20 as the lowest, most responsive and responsible quote. Additionally, while work was being performed, additional mold was found behind the shower walls, which then needed to be removed at an additional $1,334.47 bringing the final total to $8,814.67. This work has already been completed by the vendor as it was required that it be done before any restoration efforts could be initiated at Building 803.  Funding for this remediation will come from Capital Fund 301-21-02-521-62-10.  
The City has already incurred prior costs with this vendor in the amount of $18,707.20. Adding 8,814.67 for remediation at Building 803 will now total $27,521.87.  

Public Services Department is requesting approval for the Public Services Department to continue to use Affordable Restoration for mold remediation services exceeding the City’s $25,000 threshold.
Staff recommends approval.
