RESOLUTION NO. 2016-051
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, GRANTING A TWELVE (12) MONTH EXTENSION OF SITE PLAN APPROVAL FOR THE SITE PLAN (SP-76-14) AND VARIANCES (VA-86-14 AND VA 87-14) SUBMITTED BY VANDER PLOEG & ASSOCIATES, INC. ON BEHALF OF THE PROPERTY OWNER, PROJECT USA, LLC, FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 150 S. BRYAN ROAD IN THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Chapter 28, Part 6, of the Dania Beach Land Development Code (“LDC”), Article 635, entitled “Development Review Procedures and Requirements”, states that site plan approval is required as a condition to the issuance of a building permit; and


WHEREAS, on October 28, 2014, by Resolution No. 2014-105 the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach (“City”) approved the site plan (SP-76-14) and Variances (VA-86-14 and VA 87-14) submitted by Vander Ploeg & Associates, Inc. on behalf of the property owner Project USA, LLC for property located at 150 S. Bryan Road in the City of Dania Beach, Florida; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 635, Section 635-100, site plans shall automatically expire and become null and void unless the applicant files complete building permit applications with construction drawings for all improvements shown on the site plan within eighteen (18) months from the date of site plan approval; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 635, Section 635-100, the applicant may, within nineteen (19) months of the date of site plan approval, request an extension of twelve (12) additional months which the City Commission may grant, based upon the demonstration by the applicant of good cause for the delay in filing complete building permit applications with construction drawings for all improvements shown on the site plan; and

WHEREAS, the applicant has timely filed an application for a twelve (12) month extension of the site plan, has submitted a justification statement demonstrating good cause for granting of the extension, and has otherwise complied with the requirements of Article 635, Section 635-100 for the granting of the extension by the City Commission;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.
The foregoing “WHEREAS” clauses are ratified and confirmed as being true and correct and they are made a specific part of this Resolution.


Section 2.
The applicant has demonstrated good cause for the delay in submitting complete building permit applications with construction drawings for all improvements shown on the site plan approved by the City Commission (SP-76-14) and Variances (VA-86-14 and VA 87-14) on October 28, 2014.  

Section 3.
The site plan, as approved by Resolution No. 2014-105, attached as Exhibit “A”, scheduled to expire on April 28, 2016, is extended through and including April 28, 2017, with the following conditions (references to Sections are those in the LDC, unless otherwise specified):
As requested by the Development Review Committee (DRC):

1) Provide approval letter or easement from South Florida Water Management District allowing the use of its land and waterway prior to public hearing or revise site plan accordingly.  Provide prior to issuance of a building permit.

Section 4.
That such application must be reviewed by the Broward County Aviation Department.  The point of contact is William Castillo, Airport Planner, located at 220 S.W. 45 Street, Suite 101, Dania Beach, Florida, 33312.

Section 5.
Issuance of a development permit by a municipality does not in any way create any right on the part of an applicant to obtain a permit from a state or federal agency and does not create any liability on the part of the municipality for issuance of the permit if the applicant fails to obtain requisite approvals or fulfill the obligations imposed by a state or federal agency or undertakes actions that result in a violation of state or federal law.

Section 6.
All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.


Section 7.
This resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
