RESOLUTION NO. 2016-069
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIALS TO EXECUTE AN ENGAGEMENT LETTER WITH RON L. BOOK, P.A., FOR CONSULTING SERVICES RELATED TO ISSUES OF CONCERN TO THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH (MATTERS ASSOCIATED WITH BROWARD COUNTY AND WITH THE FORT LAUDERDALE-HOLLYWOOD INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT), IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED TWENTY SIX THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED FITY DOLLARS ($26,250.00), PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Charter of the City of Dania Beach, Part III, Article 3, Section 4, Subsection (j), authorizes the City Manager to purchase supplies, services, equipment and materials for the City government in amounts in excess of the established monetary threshold without competitive bidding and without advertisement for bids if he is authorized to do so in advance by a resolution adopted by the City Commission; and
WHEREAS, the Dania Beach Code of Ordinances, Chapter 2, Article 1, Section 2-10, “Monetary thresholds for certain purchases and payment disbursement authorizations”, subsection (a), sets the monetary threshold or limitation at $25,000.00 for a vendor each fiscal year; and

WHEREAS on May 15, 2015 the City retained Ron L. Book, P.A., (the “Consultant”) through an Engagement Letter, to provide services in connection with the Fort Lauderdale-Hollywood International Airport and governmental related issues of concern to the City of Dania Beach payable in monthly payments of Three Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($3,500.00); and
WHEREAS, these services were further extended on December 8, 2015 and February 9, 2016 respectively through May 14, 2016; and  
WHEREAS, the City of Dania Beach, Florida, desires to continue to engage the consulting services of the Consultant, to provide services in connection with issues of concern to the City pertaining to matters associated with Broward County and the Airport; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:
Section 1.
That the above “Whereas” clauses are approved, made a part of and incorporated into this Resolution by this reference.

Section 2.
That the City Commission authorizes the proper City officials to execute an engagement letter with Ron L. Book, P.A., which will provide the City with consulting services beginning and retroactive to May 15, 2016 up to and through December 31, 2016.  A copy of the engagement letter is attached as Exhibit “A”, and it is made a part of and is incorporated into this Resolution by this reference.   
Section 3.
That funding for the remainder of fiscal year 2016 is authorized and approved to be appropriated from Commission Contingency Account Number 001-18-00-519-99-10 to Commission Professional Services Account Number 001-11-01-511-31-10 in the amount of $15,750.00.  
Section 4.
The City Manager and City Attorney are authorized to make minor revisions to such engagement letter as are deemed necessary and proper in the best interests of the City. 

Section 5.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
Section 6.
That this Resolution shall be in full force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
