RESOLUTION NO. 2016-098

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIALS TO ACCEPT AN EASEMENT FROM DERECKTOR-GUNNELL, INC., IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE TAYLOR LANE DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT AND REQUESTING ADVANCE APPROVAL FROM THE CITY COMMISSION TO ADVERTISE THE PROJECT; AUTHORIZING CITY STAFF TO PREPARE AND ISSUE A REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 


WHEREAS, on November 19, 2013, the City entered into an airport settlement agreement with Broward County to address, among other things, flooding issues relating to Taylor Lane, which is located within the City of Dania Beach; and 

WHEREAS, the County contributed approximately Four Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($450,000.00) toward drainage improvements to Taylor Lane; and

WHEREAS, Taylor Lane and adjacent areas are landlocked; therefore, an easement from Derecktor-Gunnell, Inc., a property owner in the area, is necessary for the City to construct access to Northeast 10 Street to create a drainage easement for drainage into the Dania Cut-Off Canal; and

WHEREAS, the road elevation of Taylor Lane is low and needs to be raised; and

WHEREAS, all construction plans for raising the road are now completed for this project (the “Project”) except for the drainage outfall which requires additional permitting from the County; and

WHEREAS, Section 2-16 of the City Code of Ordinances provides that the CRA and all City Departments, Divisions and City Staff, prior to placing an item on a City Commission agenda for formal City Commission approval for competitive bidding or for waiver of bidding, shall obtain advance City Commission conceptual approval by Resolution of any proposed capital project or capital purchase appropriated in the City Budget approved by the City Commission when bidding would otherwise be required, and the Resolution shall also identify all sources of planned funding, including appropriations of available cash balances, loans and grants; and
WHEREAS, the Project is now ready to be advertised for bidding; and

WHEREAS, the Director of Public Services has determined it is now necessary to issue a Request for Proposals (RFP) to solicit competitive proposals from qualified firms for the Project, and it is also requested that the City accept a drainage easement from property owner, Derecktor-Gunnell, Inc., a Florida corporation, which owns property that abuts the area over which a portion of the drainage outfall will be constructed; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.
The foregoing recitals are incorporated by reference.

Section 2.
The City Commission accepts the easement as described above, subject to revisions as the City Manager and City Attorney may deem advisable, a copy of which easement is attached as Exhibit “A” and made a part of and incorporated into this Resolution by this reference.

Section 3.
The City Commission authorizes the City Manager and City staff to solicit competitive proposals from qualified firms for construction of the Project.
Section 4.
Funding for the Project was planned and appropriated in the Stormwater Fund Taylor Lane Project Account No. 403-38-30-538-63-10, with a remaining budget of Five Hundred Seventy Two Thousand Six Hundred Fifty Dollars ($572,650.00).

Section 5.
All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict. 
Section 6.
This Resolution shall be in full force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
